Day 1 ï Saturday, April 18, 2009 ï  

Arrive in Beijing (D)

Day 2 -  Sunday, April 19, 2009 -  Great Wall 

and Ming Tomb and Summer palace (B, L, D)  

A day you won't forget! Your full day tour includes 

The Great Wall of China, one of the world's     
architectural marvels. The Great Wall, this      

imposing ancient Chinese structure stretches over 

6000km and is one of the 8 wonders of the world.  

We then visit the Ming Tombs, a total of 13

complex of pavilions, temples and galleries     
situated on an immense man -made lake.

Day 4 -  Tuesday, April 21, 2009 ï  

Beijing to Xian (B, L, D)  

Transfer to the airport for our flight to Xian.  Upon our 
arrival Weôll walk on the ancient City Wall of Ming 

Dynasty, then see the grand Wild Goose Pagoda, then 

walk on the Bell and Drum Tower Square.  

 

Day 5 -  Wednesday, April 22, 2009 ï Xian (B, L, 

D)  

We visit the ancient Terra Cotta Warriors Museum. 

The Terra Cotta Warriors and Horses are one of the 

most significant archeological excavations of the 20th 

century. It is a sight not to be missed by any visitor to 
China. Visit the over one thousand life -size terra cotta 

warriors which have been standing guard by the tomb 

of Qin Shi Huang for 2,000 years. This afternoon visit 

Huaqing Hot Springs.  Dynasty over 1,000 years ago.  

 
Day 6 -  Thursday, April 23, 2009  ï 

Xian to Hangzhou (B,L, D)  

This morning we depart Xian and fly to Hangzhou. On 

our way we stop at a very famous water town, Xitang.  

Once here you will understand why Mission Impossible 

III had chosen this location to shoot the movie. The 

drive will take us about two hours and once we arrive 

we will enjoy a fantastic cruise on the west lake, the 

most famous lake in Chinese fairy tale.  We then drive 

to a local tea plantation to enjoy some of the best 
green tea in china.
